NorCalOAUG Training Day 2008 more expansive and a wider educational experience.
Users 1st
The NorCal OAUG training day for 2008 will be on the 17th of January at the Santa Clara Convention Centre (http://www.santaclara.org/conventioncenter/) in Santa Clara, CA.  At this event we invite all the members of the NorCal Users group, which represents over 300 organizations.  This year we have joined hands with the PRUG, Siebel and Hyperion user groups and hope to have 18 tracks by 6 presentations each for a total of 108 presentations.  We are also reaching out to other user groups of products (GRC, Agile…) that Oracle has acquired to understand how we can include them in this Training Day to make it a more expansive and educative experience for the users. 

This event is in its seventh year and in prior years we have averaged over 500 attendees. The last year (2007) we had over 700 attendees.
For those of you people that were there the last time we have listened to you and the attendees and are changing the venue layout – resulting in a probable reduction in the number of booths (we had 63 booths in TDay2007). We are still in the process of finalizing the layout and the number of booths that we can have with the Convention Centre and the Fire Marshall. So look out for the finalized layout in the next few weeks.
I have attached the layout from the last Training Day (TDay2007) and also the proposed layout for this upcoming event (TDay2008). This is for reference only and please do not plan your application based on this yet. For those of you who have already been assigned booths, we will work with you personally to assign new booths.

This year we have joined forces with the NorCal PRUG a user group aligned with users in the Northern California region using PeopleSoft and JDE products as well as the Siebel and Hyperion user groups. Due to this co-joined effort we expect our attendance to rise!

The cost for vendor/exhibitors to get a booth is $2000 for a booth (details are described in the contract). If Exhibitors wish to present at the Training Day along with their booth reservation they can do so at an additional cost of $2000.  Exhibitor presentations are open to any topic the exhibitor wants to speak on as far as the topic is a subject of interest to attendees. We have reserved 18 presentation slots for exhibitors.

Optio Room) and will also allow the vendor/exhibitor to have a banner and a table with some company collateral available at the room.

The exhibitor contract can be found on the NorCal web site (www.norcaloaug.com ). The availability of the booths can be viewed on the NorCalOAUG web-site, this will be updated daily for any allotments/cancellations.

Allotments will be final only after the payment is received by us or confirmed online by PayPal.

Exhibitor/Vendors with booths can organize a raffle and give prizes for the raffles that they will conduct. This raffle is optional and will be managed and conducted at your booth by you. NorCalOAUG will in no way be part of this raffle process. However, NorCalOAUG will be conducting a raffle of its own and will at the end of the day organize a distribution of all raffles by either picking out the winner from a container for the Vendors or announcing the name(s) of the winner(s).

This year we would like to introduce the attendees to a little after conference event like cocktails and snacks by way of some form of entertainment, and so we are working with the Convention Centre caterers to understand the methodology and pricing for such an arrangement. We are still in the process of finalizing these details and will be in touch with you as soon as we can.
We would like to get vendors/exhibitors who are interested in this arrangement and would like to participate to contact us and let us know that they are interested and we will keep track and contact them for further details and working out the intricacies of how to manage this and other arrangements with the convention centre.
