NorCalOAUG Training Day 2009 more expansive and a wider educational experience.

Users 1st
The NorCal OAUG training day for 2009 will be on the 21st  of January at the Santa Clara Convention Centre (http://www.santaclara.org/conventioncenter/) in Santa Clara, CA.  At this event we invite all the members of the NorCal Users group, which represents over 300 organizations.  This year we have joined hands with the user of Agile, Siebel and Hyperion applications and have planned to have 16 tracks by 6 presentations each for a total of 96 presentations.   


This event is in its eight year and in prior years we have averaged close to 700 attendees. 

For those of you people that were there the last time we have listened to you and the attendees and are changing the venue layout – resulting in a reduction in the number of booths. We have 37 booths this time around. 

We are still in the process of finalizing the layout and the number of booths that we can have with the Convention Centre and the Fire Marshall. So look out for the finalized layout in the next few weeks.

I have attached the exhibit hall layout with the people that already have booths.  This is for your reference, and you can start to review the layout and apply for the booths that are available.


The cost for vendor/exhibitors to get a booth is $1500 for a booth (details are described in the contract available on the web-site – www.norcaloaug.org). If Exhibitors wish to present at the Training Day (this is only possible along with their booth reservation) they can do so at an additional cost of $1500.  Exhibitor presentations are open to any topic the exhibitor wants to speak on as far as the topic is deemed a subject of interest to attendees. We have reserved 16 presentation slots for exhibitors.

The room where the vendor will have a presentation – at a single time slot for all vendor presentations (last year 2008 we had this time slot at 9.45AM the second track of the day). This room will be labeled after the vendor/exhibitor that makes the vendor presentation (eg. Optio Room) and will also allow the vendor/exhibitor to have a banner and a table with some company collateral available in the room.

The availability of the booths can be viewed on the NorCalOAUG web-site, this will be updated daily for any allotments/cancellations.

Allotments will be final only after the payment is received confirmed online by PayPal and the signed contract is received.

Exhibitor/Vendors with booths can organize a raffle and give prizes for the raffles that they will conduct. This raffle is optional and will be managed and conducted at your booth by you. NorCalOAUG will in no way be part of this raffle process. However, NorCalOAUG will be conducting a raffle of its own and will at the end of the day organize a distribution of all raffles by either picking out the winner from a container for the Vendors or announcing the name(s) of the winner(s).
